Health and Community Supports

Dunn House Phase 2 will be the second UHN Social Medicine Initiative site in Parkdale, building
on the success of Dunn House at 90 Dunn Avenue.

The Social Medicine Initiative provides stable homes with integrated health and community-based
supports —a model of supportive housing that pairs housing and care in one place.

This approach recognizes that housing and health are closely connected, and that people are
more likely to remain well and continue living in their homes when housing and care are brought
together.

Early results from Dunn House show:
e 52% reduction in emergency department visits
e 79% reduction in hospital bed days

These outcomes improve health stability for residents while reducing pressure on Toronto's health
care system.
